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RULES OF THE Inter Academy Cricket TOURNAMENT

1. NAME OF THE TOURNAMENT:
The Tournament shall be named as Cricket for Care Inter Academy U-15 tournament
2. MANAGEMENT
The Tournament will be played under the control of the Tournament Organising Committee of the Dubai Cricket Council.

3. FORMAT OF TOURNAMENT

The Tournament shall be played on limited 25 overs basis.

4. ENTRY FEE
There is no  ‘Entry fee’ for participating in the tournament.
5. DATES AND VENUES
  All matches including the Final, shall be played on such dates as may be decided upon the recommendations of the Programme and Fixtures Committee of the Council.
6.  
PLAYERS SELECTED:
Each Captain before tossing shall give the Umpire a list in writing of the eleven players from the list of registered players (see FORM A) submitted prior to the commencement of the Tournament, selected to play in the match together with the twelfth man and no alteration shall be made in the list submitted without the consent of the opposing Captain.
7.  
DISQUALIFICATIONS:
a)
A cricketer who is under a ban passed by any Council or the Board shall not be eligible to play in the Tournament.

b)
A cricketer who does not possess a valid residence visa of UAE is not eligible to take part in tournaments conducted by Dubai Cricket Council.  However, if it is proved that an application has already been made to and accepted by the Immigration Authorities for issue of residence visa, then this rule will be waived. 

c)
If any player who is not qualified under these rules to play for a Team and is found to be a member of a playing team, the player shall be disqualified from playing in the rest of the Tournament as well as in any other tournament played under the auspices of the Council for next one year.  The team shall be disqualified from participating in the rest of the Tournament.

d) Only an academy registered with their respective Council, who in turn are registered with the Emirates Cricket Board are eligible to participate in the Tournament. 
e)
Players who have played for teams taking part in qualifying rounds at the knock-out stage and do not qualify for the tournament, will not be allowed to play for other teams who have qualified.
8.  CONCEDING, WALKOVER IN MATCH:

a)
Conceding a match
No Team is allowed to concede a match. The team conceding a match in between play shall be disqualified and the opponent shall be declared as the winner of the match.A Captain responsible for conceding the match shall be debarred for one years from participating in any tournament conducted by the Council or by any Council of the Board.

b)   Walkover
The team giving a walkover in a match shall be disqualified and the opponent shall be declared as the winner of the match.

9.  INSPECTION OF THE PITCH AND GROUND

a)  Besides the Umpires conducting the match no one other than the Captain, Vice Captain and Manager shall be entitled for inspection of the pitch and ground.

 b)  No one shall bounce the ball on the pitch to test its hardness   or otherwise on which the match is to be played at any time before commencement of the match or any time as long as the match is in progress.

10. TEAM
The team shall consist of maximum of 18 players (see attached FORM "A").

11. 
APPOINTMENT OF UMPIRES:
           The Umpires Committee of the Council shall appoint Umpires from the  Council's Panel of Umpires.

12. 
UMPIRE'S REPORT
a)  Umpires officiating in the match, shall submit a report to the Honorary Secretary/Joint Secretary within 3 days of the conclusion of the match, about the administrative and ground arrangements including  the condition of the pitch and also about any untoward incident affecting the match.

b) Umpires will be in full control of the games and their decisions will be absolute, final and binding on all concerned.

13. 
SUBMISSION OF SCORE SHEETS
Each Umpire shall immediately after the conclusion of the match ensure that the score sheets are completed and to co-ordinate the same with the scorers and Captains, and hand them over to the Tournament co-ordinator Farrukh Siddiqui or to Gopal Jasapara within 24 hours.
Umpires who do not send completed score-sheets within 24 hours of the completion of the match may not be considered for posting for the future matches of the Council and their fees may be with held.
14. 
DISPUTES / PROTESTS:
Protests  other than those on Umpiring decisions within the  scope of the  "Laws of Cricket" shall be referred to the Honorary Secretary  of the Council and   shall be accompanied  by a NON-REFUNDABLE protest fee of  AED.500/-.  The protest shall be made within 48 hours of the  completion of the match.  Such protest shall be dealt with at the earliest     by the Tournament Committee.  The committee shall not be bound to give reasons for its decision.

15. 
PRESENTATION OF TROPHY
The winner, runners-up and other award winners of  the  Tournament will be  presented with the Trophies at a later date which will be announced by the Council at a venue selected by the Council.
16. 
LAWS OF CRICKET :
Except as  herein  modified, altered or added to, all the  matches  shall  be  played  in accordance with the  Laws  of  Cricket  framed  from  time to time  by the  I.C.C. as  modified  by  the experimental laws approved by the Council. (Refer Chapter V).

17. 
OFFICIAL FUNCTION
The players and officials of the teams shall be required to be present at all official functions and Awards presentation ceremony dressed smartly.
18.
REPORTING TIME AND TOSSING
Reporting time for the teams on the ground will be 30 minutes prior to commencement and the toss will be taken 15 minutes before start. Reporting time for the morning match is 8.00 a.m. while toss will take place at 8.15 a.m. and match will start at 8.30 a.m. while the afternoon match reporting time is 1.15 pm, toss time is 1.30 pm and the match starts at 1.45 pm.
A  team  with  less  than 7 (seven) players  15 minutes  before  start of the match will be considered as having  lost  the toss. The team having less than seven  players at time of commencement shall be deemed to have conceded the match.

19.
PLAYER DRESS CODE
White trousers, white shirts, white shoes, white or light grey socks, cricket cap or white sun hats and cricket sweaters shall be the accepted dress on the field. 

20.
BOUNCERS
No bouncers are allowed in the tournament.  Bouncers bowled will be declared as NO-BALL by the Main Umpire, at the same time, warning will be given to the offending bowler.  In the event of a repetition of such an offence, the bowler shall be removed from the attack for the rest of the innings.

21.
COMPLETION OF QUOTA OF OVERS
In the event the team fielding first does not complete 25 overs in the allotted time of 105 minutes, then a penalty of 10 runs per over bowled short will apply and the runs will be credited to the team batting second and the remaining overs will have to be completed.

The team fielding second will also have to complete their 25 overs in 105 minutes and the penalty clause of 10 runs per over bowled short also applies to them.
Umpires should ensure that the team fielding first completes the 25 overs and if in their opinion there was a deliberate attempt by the fielding side to bowl less overs, then this should be reported to the Council.  The Council will then take appropriate action as they deem fit.

In the afternoon session, play will continue until the stipulated numbers of overs are bowled.  If due to suspension of play, the team fielding second is unable to complete the same number of overs bowled by the team fielding first, then the winner will be declared on the basis of score made in the number of completed overs at the time of suspension of play.

In the interest of the game, the respective Captains and Umpires must ensure that quota of 25 overs is bowled within the stipulated time in both morning and afternoon sessions.

22.
SCORE SHEET
All Captains are required to check and sign the score sheets before leaving the ground after conclusion of the match. No protest in regard to any discrepancy or mistake in the score-sheet shall be entertained at a later stage.

23.
CODE OF CONDUCT
(a)
The Captains are responsible for the behaviour of their players on and off the field during the time of the match and it is their duty to ensure that the game is conducted within the traditional spirit and laws of the game.

 (b)      The Captains are required to prevent their players from intruding or interfering with the flow of the game and not to enter the playing field at any stage of the game. In case of necessity either Captain or substitute may enter the playing field subject to consent being given by the Umpires.

(c)        Umpires have the right to take necessary action as they deem fit against any player or team on the grounds of misbehavior or misconduct, violence or such act detrimental to sports activities.    

(d)    Use of alcohol at the playing grounds by any person part of the Team or accompanying the team is totally prohibited and suitable action as deemed fit will be taken to eject the person or persons or will be reported to the Police. Each and every  Team management will be held responsible for the above and DCC shall take appropriate action against the team or may expel them from the Tournament. 

(e)   COUNCIL is responsible to communicate with the News media on all affairs of the Tournament including the results of the matches.No participating team(s) or Player(s) shall send any report regarding the Tournament without the consent of the Council, otherwise disciplinary action will be taken against such offending team(s) or player(s).
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
